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When I look back at the report that I penned at this time last year, I have to say it is a pleasure to have put the 
pandemic behind us at last. To be able to have “normal” Saturday afternoons at the Village Green again was 
fantastic, despite the annoying “La Nina” conditions that saw an extremely wet winter which culminated in that 
horrendous day against Souths, where the level of water on the Oval had it looking more like the Boy Charlton 
Pool than our Village Green! Despite the weather, we had a record breaking year for match day gate, food and 
beverage takings, narrowly topping 2017, when we actually hosted 10 games rather than 9. 
 
 
ONFIELD 
 
With the return to the Marlins of Phil Blake as Head Coach, a clean broom was applied, as is Blakey’s way, and 
the season started with high hopes of success and a return to the finals for our first grade team. A minor hiccup 
in Rd 1, where we had a player sent off in the first 10 minutes, resulted in a narrow loss. Ironically, the judiciary 
took less time to exonerate the player than the on-field officials took to decide to send him off! Despite that we 
went on to win 5 straight games before a slip up against Hunter which was followed by another 4 straight wins, 
culminating in what was probably our best win of the season when we outclassed the Students 20-10 at Uni’s 
home ground. The final try set up by a slicing 50m run by one of our Wallaby representatives and local junior, 
Lalakai Foketi was particularly satisfying. 

A WORD FROM OUR 
PRESIDENT 
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The back end of the season saw us lose a number of games by very narrow margins, which was disappointing, but 
we were in the fight in every game and showed that the team was capable of competing with any of the 
competition’s heavy weights. 
 
Losing the semi-final to Norths by 6 points after being held up over the line in the last few minutes was heart 
breaking but being back in the finals was a huge improvement on the last couple of seasons and gives us 
something to build on in 2023. 
 
The lower grades also made huge gains this season in making the finals in second grade and third grade. The 
semi-final where our second grade lost narrowly to Randwick, at Randwick, after scoring 5 tries to 2 was one of 
the most exciting games I have seen in some years. 
 
Thirds and Fourths were also a pleasure to watch and with Vili and Alex at the helm the players could not help 
but enjoy the season! The sense of community and mateship across these grades is evident to all involved and a 
tribute to Vili and Alex. 
 
I said last year how our Colts performances were a highlight and this was seen again this year with all 3 Colts 
teams making finals and our brave and talented firsts going down by just 2 points in the Grand Final to Easts. 
They played some spectacular rugby throughout the season and thoroughly deserved their place in the GF. 
 
The Colts program, under the stewardship of Ross Hopkins and his team of coaches and support staff is in good 
hands and accordingly we have recently agreed to Ross running the program through until at least the end of 
2024. 
 
The Club Board made a decision a couple of years ago that the way forward is through a strong Colts and Juniors 
system and that strategy is already paying dividends with the players that have come through into the grade 
program. Clearly there are some very talented players coming to grade next season also care of the Colts 
pathway, with players such as Dally Bird, Bill Delaney, Tom Douglas, Myles Van Rensburg, Benny Bonsembiante, 
Nathan Gartner and Sam Nicholl to name just a few. 
 
 
 
MERMAIDS 
 
The Mermaids had another successful season in 2022 but one that saw many changes to the program, as some 
players were lured to Rugby League, some retiring but also some exciting young players coming into the program.  
 
After a wet start, which saw tournaments cancelled or played in shocking conditions, a novel new rugby format 
debuted on our doorstep in Manly Cove, with the launch of Aqua Rugby. Whilst the rain did not ease up, the 
Mermaids went on to win the tournament, after 2 wins from 2 games.  
 
Our Division 1 team finished 2022 in 2nd position, after the team that has dominated the category for the past 
few years, in Burraneer. Our girls gave them some close runs and are showing that we are definitely closing in on 
them. Our team is very young and if they keep developing they will soon find themselves at the top position in 
the Division. 
 
On the topic of age, it was great to see 8 of our Mermaids picked in the NSW Combined Schools team and 5 
selected in the Australian merit team. 
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2022 also saw the launch of women’s 10 a side Rugby and the Mermaids 
embraced the expanded format, winning 3 out of 4 games in the 
tournament and, more importantly, really enjoying the experience.  
 
It was great to see our own Tatum Bird’s success this year in the 
Waratah’s women’s team and I hear she is loving her stint in Ireland at 
present. Congrats also to Renae Jolly on her awesome achievement this 
year, with becoming our first Mermaid double centurion (100 tries and 
100 goals)!

Finance Report 2022 

The result for the year ended 30 September 2022 was a deficit of $65,173 (2021: $40,041 surplus). The Club’s 
retained surplus as at 30 September 2022 is $149,884. After several COVID disrupted seasons, 2022 was the first 
full season for the club since 2019 resulting in an increase in both revenue and costs over the prior year.  However, 
a decision to invest in the future of the Club together with additional costs associated with the SRU Participation 
Agreement has resulted in the cost of running the Club growing faster than revenue leading to the deficit for the 
year. Fortunately, off the back of strong financial management from the Board over the past few years, we’ve been 
able to absorb the current year deficit and move into next season maintaining a financial surplus.  

Total income for the year was $917,885 (2021: $781,684) an increase of 17% on the previous year.  Net sponsorship 
income increased 3% to $328,662 (2021: $319,382), Net Match Day Income increased to $150,379 (2021: $45,522) 
on the back of a full season of home games and some good fortune with the weather and Donations increased to 
$85,427 (2021: $10,170) made up of $63,000 from the Red & Blue Crew initiative and the continued support from 
the Manly Rugby Foundation. Unfortunately, Net Membership income decreased to $29,761 (2021: $55,751) due 
partly to the rollover of membership benefits from the shortened prior season. Net income from functions 
decreased to $22,154 (2021: $58,662) without the benefit of the 50th anniversary Marlins and Rats joint lunch held 
last year.  The Club was also fortunate to receive a grant of $22,268 from the NSW Office of Sport for gym 
equipment.  

Total expenditure for the year was $983,058 (2021: $741,643) an increase of 33%. As mentioned above, investment 
in the Rugby program resulted in Rugby Operation costs increasing to $523,795 (2021: $306,567). Admin costs of 
$189,121 (2021: $164,910) increased by 15% over the prior year. 

I’d like to take this opportunity to thank the Board for their work in maximising existing revenue streams whilst at 
the same time establishing new revenue sources such as the Red & Blue Crew initiative which provides improved 
revenue diversification and stronger financial resilience moving forward. I’d also, once again, like to acknowledge 
the significant contribution from the Club’s Finance Manager, Tracey Long ensuring costs are managed to provide 
maximum value to the Club and our Honorary Auditor, Bill Walker, whose financial counsel and auditing services 
have been invaluable throughout the year. Unfortunately, after many years of service to the Club, Bill has given 
notice that this will be his last audit. On behalf of the Club I’d like to thank Bill for his service and dedication and 
wish him well as he enjoys more time with his family. 

Once again, the Club is thankful to its sponsors, with special mention to our Major Sponsor Mounties Group and 
all our Gold and Back of Jersey sponsors. We are fortunate to be so well supported in the sponsorship space. Our 
supporter base continues to grow each year as reflected in the strong Match Day revenue and we continue to 
acknowledge the support provided by both season ticket holders and 1883 Club Members. 

And lastly, no club can survive without the contribution and hard work of its volunteers.  Your commitment to the 
club is the reason why we have such a strong community. Thank you to all for supporting our Game Day and special 
events, and all out on-field and off-field activities.

Besides the 
talent already at the club from the previous years we needed to attract from outside our catchment area , some 
came from interstate/ overseas  and others from within the metropolitan area.  

 

Once the staff & players were assembled we set about implementing our Off Season program (pre xmas). The 
players applied themselves with great enthusiasm & unity. We travelled the Length & Width of the peninsular 
with 1 common Goal - SUCCESS. The players were adapting to the new & increased training methods + 
philosophies.

We all know that the results didn’t go our way in the end 
as we worked & trained for better. But we also know that life in 
the Shute Shield can be unforgiving. With saying this we can be 
very proud of each other for our relentless effort. We worked 
very hard & sometimes the results don’t necessarily tell the 
story. To have 6/7 sides make the Finals and 5th in the Club 
Championship is testament to the direction the club is heading. 
At this time, we should acknowledge another local junior, Langi 
Gleeson who was selected in the Wallabies squad. A great achievement and we wish him all the best and look 
forward to watching his progress. To Max Douglas who was awarded Best Player in the Shute Shield for 2022 - 
Congratulations!! Great recognition for a fantastic year.  

 

Congratulations too Ross & his Team for their outstanding contribution of the Colts program. This was repaid by 
the players in ‘spades “. To have all 3 sides in the Finals & having the 1st Colts in the Grand Final was testament 
alone of the program in which he delivered. To all the Volunteers - Danny Hogan, Pete Alley, Damien Ferguson, 
Peter Bonner, & Al Tier I can’t thank you enough. You’re still the heartbeat of the club. To the management team 
of each grade Geoff Riddington, Simon Osborne & Steve Painter thanks for all the work in help preparing teams 
on match day but more importantly for the endless hours in your own time away from game day - it was very 
much appreciated. To Andy Farley your contribution has been enormous - getting players back on the field week 
to week is not easy and can’t be understated. You’re a valued member of the team and played a very important 
role with our success.

4th Grade Report 

 

The 2022 season started with great promise.  An impressive win at Forshaw Park saw the 4th grade side win by 29 
points but more impressively bought some encouraging remarks from Phil Blake who described the performance, 
along with that of the third grade as good as he had ever seen for the level being played.   High praise indeed.     
When you consider that at the end of the regular season Souths topped the table, I think it would be reasonable 
to say that the team got a great deal of confidence from this start and expectations for the rest of the season 
were high.   Another confident win the following week vs West Harbour and the team were on a roll. 

The matches to follow were close fought and intense affairs.  Our player pool was challenged and as always, the 
knock-on effect of injuries in higher grades gave the opportunity to 
a host of players to play in the 4th grade team.  This occurred far too 
frequently and as we would all attest a team that is settled benefits 
from the consistency of a team that plays together week in week 
out.  This is no different to any other 4th grade side in the 
competition however some clubs approach the challenge very 
differently.   This is highlighted by the fact that Souths beat us 
convincingly in the return fixture with what appeared to be a similar 
team but one that was directed around the field by an ex-1st grade 
flyhalf! 

4th grade used more than 70 players during the season including returning 1st team players who had been 
playing overseas as well as those young colts coming into grade and very quickly advancing through the grades 
soon after.

We regrouped mid-January and with that the numbers started to 
increase steadily through the month of February and March 
whereby we pushed towards 70 Colts in the program.
